EVACUATOR FIRE ALARMS - As per Diocesan guidelines, we have now fitted FIRE       
EVACUATOR ALARMS to all buildings. These alarms are wall mounted and have an easy 
push button system to alert everyone should a fire occur.  Please make yourself aware of the 
alarms and please do discuss them with family members to ensure that everyone is aware of their         
location and also to reiterate that they are strictly for emergencies only, to tamper with them may 
cause undue shock & upset to those is close proximity as the alarms are incredibly loud.   

EMERGENCY  FIRE EVACUATION DRILL  Thank you to everyone who took part in the 
emergency fire drills last Sunday.  One important point to remember is please use the Fire Exit 
closest to you as an escape route and not all rush to the main entrance.  There are 2 exits at the 
Annunciation Church and 3 exits at St Edmund Campion Church.  Other points to remember are 
to help and guide the elderly, children and visitors to the exit points.  Only tackle the fire if you 
feel it is safe to do so, and do not return to the building until told to do so by the person in charge 
(Fire Officer).
